Gila Chapter Report . '

Our tour of th.e Luna Rangerdistrict was very pleasant andsuccessful. Our Ranger guide, Ms.Pat Morrison, is an outsianding jobof showing us the district's beautyand land use concepts in theDistrict. She emphasized successfulflood control measures which haveconverted eroded Iand intoflourishing upland meadows and wetlands. '
Some of the conmon grasses seenin the area in late .r^r"" and earlyfall are;'Blue grama with its twoeyelash-like spikes per stalk. Itaverages 12-24" tall and is sod_forming.
Side-oats grama is a .Iittle

taller'and has aII the spikes
arranged on one side of the stalk.
This is a common bunch grass.

Silver beardgrass is a bunch
grass that has long white hairs a
the end of each stalk and grows from
2 I/2 to 3' taII

LittIe bluestem forrns very
dense clumps of green to reddish-
brown leaves that are 18-30" tall.
In winter it turns a beautiful
russet color. I is not common ere
except between the Tyrone townsite
and the mine.

Giant sacaton is a very large.
clump grass growing up to 6-7' tall.
The seed heads are airy panicles
(cone shaped) on tall stens. It is
plentiful aiong arroyos.

Redtop is a coarse grass up to
5' tall. The flower'is a
distinctive red panicle. Redtop was
introdiced from Europe bu! is not
widely naturalized. :

Our neeting place at the
turnoff from the highway to the
Aguirre springs road turned out to
be the most interesting place to see
plants. We enjoyed looking at

Datura, Devil's Claw, and a"member
of the Datura family-Datura I
quercifdlia. AII these plants have
such large, non-woody stems and
1arge, fleshl' leaves that seem out
ofl place in the desert. Sundal' we
had a lesson in the different shapes
of,.the seed pods for some of these
plants. Once again we also saw many
btrckwheats, the beautiful 4 o'cIock,
spiderl ihg-Boerhaavia erecta,
clammyweed, blackfoot daisy,
trailing windmills, wild morning
qlory vine with red trumpet shaped
f Ior"ers-see Warnock-Davis-p. 181 ,
and the ubiquitous purple mustard
S_iS:rnUfiLlm l ineari f ol ium.

When we finally got down in the
picnic arear w€ saw the Mt. Mahogany
with their falI covering of fuzzy
tails. Quite a sight in the right
Iight. The .turpentine bush-
Haplopappus laricifolium,
characteristic of the area, was
blooming bright yellow contrasting
with the deep, bright green
needletfke leaves. Our first
sighting of Sa_If :_e,pinquif olia
blooming in the wild was by chance.
(Tom Woott.en of Dr."* Country Plants
in Las Cruces sells them). We never
did get to the spring. Enjoyed
having members Rud.v and Clara
Griswol-d from El Paso .join us.

A total of twentl' eight herbaceous
species in f.l-ower were seen. Also,
h'e saw a Great Horned owl , a
Swainson's hawk and a Marsh hawk.
That rvas a totaLly enjoyable trip.

Otrr qlrest speaker on September
14 was Raldan Trujillo from Flores
de New Mexico. He talked primarily
about the cut fl-ower industry in
general but did get into some New
Mexico specifics. What was
surprising to us was that so much of
t.he ctrt floral industry is from
overseas, primarily Bolivia. The
talk was quite interesting ' thank
]'ou Raldan !

Otrt last field trip of f988 was
to White- Sands National Monument.
Not very much was blooming but it
was still interesting to see what
grows in gypsun sand and what can
strrvive on continuously drifting
sand . Poliomentha incana was an
amazi.ng example of a shrub that
constantly reroots in new sand. We

saw healthy cott<inwoods with exposed
roots because the sand was blown
away. The water table is high there
which seemed surprising because the
veget.ation was so spotty. The most
activelv movinS dttnes were stiII
bare

Jan Meissner .was our guest
speaker for our October 12 meeting.
She tol.d us abottt plants which have
been trsed as medicine over the
years. Many of these Plants are
still in use today as a lot of our
medicine is plant based. She
emphasized our dependence on plants
and discussed how we are losing many
every day by destruction of the
topical rain forests. She showed
slides of some medicinal plants
( pictures and photographs ) . Thank
you Jan, we could tell you Put in a
Iot o f rvork.

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Water Conservation Helping Recharge
Artesian WeIls

In the October I7, 1988 EI Paso
Times l€rr'spsper an article appeared
describing the conservation efforts
bS tlre Pecos Valley Artesian
Conservancy District's attempts to
recharge t.he artesian wells used br
farmer's in the area. rBy the 1950's
area farmers were concerned abottt
t.he dropping water tabl.es and
subsequent. decrease in flow from the
artesian wel Is.

In 1966 meters were put on
wel f s in the Roswel-1 basin to
moni.tor rvater use and conservation
effort.s such as concrete lining
ditches. SIowIy the water table
began to recover. Within ten years
the waler table had risen about 30' .

Llnfortunatel-y the shallow water
Ievels in the area are not
recovering like the deeper water
level-s. This is important as it is
criticaL to Lhe court cases between
Texas and New lle>:ico over Pecos
River water.

Perhaps the metering and
conservation were the most important
factors in the artesian wells'
recover.v-, or perhaps unusually wet
weaLher or less farming are also
ma,ior contributors. None the less,
it is i.nteresting to see the
trnderground water Ievels can be
recharged and not continuall;*
deple Led .
