On August 25lh tine Otero group met at
Canizozo for the trip to Gran Quivira.
Dorothy Wilson l-ed the way and Charley Pase
was our botanist. Thanks to them botlr!
After turning off the highr.ray we began
stopping to admire the wildflowers. lde saw
two four orclocks. They were closed for
the day but the winged sand verbena
(Tripterocal-yx cyclopterus) was just right
for our first time, seeing it on a trip. The
beautiful seed pods were a delicate,
glistening, satiny pink (see.page 215 tn
Robert DeWitt lvey, Floweri-ng Plants of New
Mexico, second edition, 1986). We also saw
a mint as yet not identified, but similar
to the Pagoda plant (Ivey, page 177),
except that the leafy bracts hung down so
far you couldnft te11 this until you
examj-ned the plant more c1osely. The
bracts were pink on one side and green on
the other. The plants were scattered al-l
over the roadside and nearby fields. We
saw several types of Artenfsia, lush growtJr
of one kind of Gaillardia, many yeIlow
pri-mroses - Cal-vl-ophus hartr,resii (Ivev.
r 4pge 217), afr a white Oenothera. The
white buckwheats with a pink cast were in
bloom (Ivey, elge 230 - hriogonum annuum).

She then showed
slldes of the..r"rilderness areas of Big
Hatchet, home to Big Horn sheep and other
plant and animal- life not found elsevrhere
in New Mexicol Granite Gap, Gila Lower Boxl
Cookrs Range where there are prehistoric
archaeol-ogic sites and prime nesting sites
for eagles and falcons; The Florida
Mountains, Robledos and Las Uvas, the
Canizozo Iava Flow, which is home to a
large variety of r^r:ifOfife, and our nearby
Organ Mountalns. A most informative
program.

NATTVE PIIIITS OP TffE
SOUTTIWEST AND TENCO

September 10th found a caravan of
el-even intrepid explorers searching for
Killbourne HoIe. Somehow we mj-ssed it, but
did explore a neighboring vol-canic
depression. Along the way, we spotted
mesquite, snakeweed, Coreopsis, ci_ndrweed,
Palafoxia, desert Zi-wri.a, Mormon tea and
Dalea. V'Ie also happened upon large numbers
of spectacul-ar caterpillars, some up to
five inches long - blaclc and yeIlow stripes
on top, r"rith bright green and orange spots
underneath. They seemed to.be munching
everyttring in sight, including snakeweed.

On September 12ttr, Dr. Iaura Huen:reke,
Assistant Professor of Biologr at NMSU,
described aspects of her plant ecologlcal
research in the Hawaii-an Islands. She
pointed,out that while the public image of
the Islands is of lush tropical rai_n
forests, there are very few native plants

among them. Many species were brought in
for landscaping p-trposes, others were
transported by Polynesians on thelr travels
between islands. The intruders competed
r,rith the natj-ve species, often overrunning
them. As an example, Dr. Huenneke said the
strawberry guava r^ras originally introduced
as an erosion control plant, but is now
crowdirtg out native plants. It reproduces
not only by seeds, but also by suckers and
runners, and is beconing a definite "
problem. Again, a very interesting and
informative program.

hlE MUST EMSE MISCONCEPTIONS ABOUT
NATIVE PLANTS

(from "Wildflowertt, NewsleLter of the
Nat'ional Wi ldf lower Research Center, by
D'irector Davi d K . Northi ngton )

Many people still believe that native
shrubs and trees are rough, scrubby, and
unattractive, because they, consciously or
unconscious'ly, visuali ze these plants'
nat'ive settings when they consider planting
a nati ve shrub or tree. Because most
native shrubs and trees are seen only in
their natural habitats -- and those are
normal ly w'i1d, dense ("overgrown") and
uncontrolled -- this is a natural and
understandable mental'image.

Whi le a natural'ist.ic desi gn i s
certainly a viable option, the use of
native shrubs and trees is not restricted
to this format. A complete range of design
options exists, from completely natural to
very formal and control led, and, most
important'ly, endless variation .in between.
The problem is knowing what potential a
native shrub or tree might have in a more
f ormal setti ng; how wi.ll 'it look
indiv'idual ly olin spaced groupings, how
does it respond to pruning, and how fast
does it grow in such settings?

See'i ng nati ve p l ants i n botani c
gardens, arboreta, nature centers, public
parks, nurseries, and other public areas
would give people a betteridea of how the
plants could be used in landscapes -- and
dispel. the..'idea that native plants can onl y
look "wi ld".

(FHitor's note - I was very impressed with
how beautiful creosote looked in John
Morton's garden, and f am sure that there
are nnny other wild shrubs that will
surprise people with their beauty wtren
properly trained and cared for. We need
Botanic gardens to extribit r,,e11-cared-
for native vegretation. Support the
fledgling Botanic Gardens in New tqexi-col )
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grew qulte abunda+tly_in the desertr areas,but which 1s now liabl_e to become exti_nct.
The reason? People have found that the
cl-aw makes a very urn:sual decorative piecein ornaments and flower arrangements. The
9]aw 1s part of the seed pod,-which is how
the. plant_i9 propagated. When the pod ispicked, 99.997" of the time the seed stays
with the pod in the decorative piece.
Certain Natlve American tribes use the claw
as part of their basket weaving. They are
more careful to leave the seed, but even
so, the plants on the reservatj_ons are
becomi-ng very scarce.
